Message from Father Evan

This week, we enter the season of Trinity,
also called ‘Ordinary Time’. The name isn’t
meant to suggest that this period is
‘ordinary’, rather that the Sundays are
ordinal or sequentially numbered. The regularity of this
period does, however, allow us the opportunity to reflect
and grow in an uninterrupted way. To use the Bible’s
agricultural language, we might like to think of the feasts
such as Christmas, Easter, and Pentecost as times of
fertilising. Ordinary time is intended for steady growth, and
the penitential periods of Lent and Advent are for pruning
and correction. God’s work through the Church is to tend
and care for us as a gardener would tend their own garden,
helping us to grow, blossom, and bear fruit in the right way.
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Some of our congregation have been growing in their faith
by preparing for Confirmation and on Thursday 4 June at
6.30pm the Acting Bishop of London will be with us to
confirm and bless them as they continue their journey in
faith. If you have never been to a confirmation and would
like to join us to celebrate this next step, you'd be very
welcome.

Another way we can all grow in our faith is to worship in
new or different ways. This Sunday evening at 5.30pm,
there will be a special Choral Evensong for the eve of the
Feast of the Visitation. This marks the moment the Blessed
Virgin Mary came to see her cousin Elizabeth who was then
pregnant with John the Baptist. Her song on that day, the
Magnificat, features in every service of Evensong and said
Evening Prayer. It is a beautiful reflection on God’s
faithfulness and a foundational text not only for ancient
Christian devotion but for more modern theologies of
liberation. If you're not familiar with the Magnificat or its
use in Choral Evensong, please consider coming along.

In a further opportunity to see how Christian theology
applies to modern life, on Wednesday 10 June at 6.30pm we
are hosting Rev’d Dr Christina Beardsley for a lecture at
the church entitled ‘Does Pride Still Matter?’. Tina has
written extensively on issues relating to LGBT+ inclusion in
the Church and the experience of transgender Christians.
I'm sure her lecture will be thought-provoking and
worthwhile. There is no charge for attending, but please
book via the ‘what is on’ page of the website as light
refreshments will be available.

Last, but by no means least, please remember to put the
Summer Garden Party at the Vicarage on Saturday 13 June
from 11.30am-2.30pm in your diaries. We are very excited
to have a falconry stand with various birds of prey for you
to learn about this year. The Royal College of Music Jazz
Band will be with us again, and the usual bouncy castle, a
new stall - strawberries and cream - and burgers, cakes, etc.
will be available. Anyone who could make a cake for the
cake stall please bring this along from 9am onwards at the
vicarage. Entry is free but activity tokens will be available
for purchase on the gate.
